» The Wolf 30" (762) framed electric cooktop
requires a separate, grounded 3-wire 240V AC,
60 Hz, 40 amp or 208V AC, 60 Hz, 30 amp
service with its own circuit breaker.

» A Wolf 30" (762) or 36" (914) built-in single
oven may be installed below this cooktop. For
this installation, the electrical supply for the
cooktop should be installed in the adjacent
cabinet.
